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Macroeconomics Versus Microeconomics- Whither Sustainability, and 10 Times More Economic Futures?
I have just returned from Bangladesh, and the greatest privilege of my life co-hosting a 69th birthday week dialogue with Nobel Laureate Muhammad Yunus and other entrepreneurs. Experiences of Grameen, BRAC, British Council and others clarifies how 2010s’ maps of sustainability investment can blossom across 3 continents: Asia, Africa and Europe. 

Expect Bangladesh: world epicentre of sustainability investing to be joined first by Kenya in 2010 and mini centre celebrations through Europe in 2011 promoted first by royal energies in Monaco, Spain and UK and business’s future capitalists out of Paris, Berlin and Glasgow

25 years ago my father who deputy edited The Economist for 40 years and I reported a future history of the networking generation. Integrating every locality into an overall global system can only compound one of 2 opposite consequences,. Hi-trust free market models have shown for quarter of a century that sustainability’s rising exponentials need conditioning by celebrating poverty’s end as the human race uniting our 21st Century worldwide. On our timelines, verifiably correct so far, microeconomics systems designs must replace top-down ones before 2015. Bangladesh microeconomics leaders are the first to practice and publish transparent sustainability investment metrics.

Our debriefings aim to connect 4 different Yes We Can influencers – journalists, youth (5000 to be networked across worldwide class 09/10) , CEOs in a benchmarking club (20 so far), citizens debating the future of 2.0 professions and governments -  as illustrated. If you have suggestions on who else we can debrief, they would be most welcome.
